JDA was honored to provide public 
and media relations support to IRF 
Summit 2025. In the lead-up to the 
Summit, JDA distributed press 
releases, pitched and booked 
interviews for Summit co-chairs and 
plenary stage and breakout speakers, 
edited and got published editorials 
focused on IRF issues, credentialed 
120+ media to attend the Summit in 
person, and facilitated on-site media 
engagement of Summit speakers 
and activities, including a marquee 
speech delivered by U.S. Vice 
President J.D. Vance. Coverage of
VP Vance’s speech fueled much of 
the attention, but a significant 
amount also focused on diverse 
facets of the Summit.

IRF Summit blanketed major outlets 
such as New York Times, Daily Mail, 
CNN, NPR, FOX News, MSN, U.S. 
News & World Report, The Epoch 
Times, Newsweek, Associated Press, 
National Review, The Christian Post, 
Newsmax and many others, 
garnering an advertising equivalency 
value of over $34M.
